2026 

To enroll in Mississippi College of Beauty Culture for the 1500 Hour Cosmetology Course an applicant 
must:  

1. Have a high school degree or an equivalent G.E.D.  
2. Have a personal interview with instructors or admissions staff.  
3. Be at least 17 years old.  

 

To enroll in the Mississippi College of Beauty Culture Cosmetology Instructor Course, an applicant 
must: 

1. Have a high school diploma or equivalent G.E.D. 
2. Hold a valid Mississippi cosmetology license in good standing. 
3. Provide proof of at least one (1) year of paid work experience in the cosmetology field. 
4. Provide proof of at least two (2) years of professional, customer-facing work experience along 

with a professional reference letter from a former employer.  
5. Be at least 21 years of age at the time of licensure examination. 
6. Successfully complete a personal interview and instructor readiness evaluation. 

Admission to the Instructor Course is selective and contingent upon the applicant 
demonstrating appropriate technical competency, instructional readiness, 

professionalism, and the ability to meet program expectations. Meeting minimum 
eligibility requirements does not guarantee admission.
